SEAC Scholarship Fund

The Structural Engineers Association of Colorado scholarship program was founded based on a vision by Bob Voiland, one of the founding partners of JVA, Inc., a consulting structural engineering company in Boulder, Colorado, to support Colorado’s future structural engineers. Bob’s vision became reality in 2009 when the SEAC Scholarship Fund, Inc., a 501(c)3 non-profit corporation, was formed.
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Currently two $2,000 scholarships are awarded in the spring of each year. The candidates must be upperclassman attending an accredited engineering school, and intend to practice structural engineering in Colorado. Selection criteria include the student’s academic achievement, involvement in the community, and volunteer work. There is an application phase followed by a selective interview process.

In 2010 twelve applications were received and two scholarships were awarded. One scholarship went to Mr. Brandon Parker, an Eagle Scout and a graduate student at CU Boulder with a penchant for writing and ethics.  He did his undergraduate work at Louisiana Tech where he focused on civil engineering and business.  He is oriented to practical thinking and had worked every summer since high school.  Just for fun, he is also a magician.

The other scholarship went to Ms. Erin Dowds from Denver.  She is a senior at UCD who will be continuing for a Master’s degree there.  Erin has a strong interest in staying in Colorado and working for a small firm.  Besides her engineering studies, for the past four years she worked 25 hours per week as a Denver Public Safety Cadet with the police, fire, and sheriff’s departments.  She is truly an impressive young woman.
