2. SEAC involvement in the “Colorado Earthquake Resilience Investigation – Public Schools Code Review and Rapid Visual Screening Pilot Investigation.” The Colorado Earthquake Hazard Mitigation Council (CEHMC) to provide oversight and review. Project is approved as part of the FEMA Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC) & Flood Mitigation Assistance (FMA) Grant Programs. There are two elements to the project. Element 1 is a statewide examination of building codes applied to all K-12 public schools. Element 2 encompasses a pilot study of up to six critical infrastructure buildings using FEMA 154. The Las Animas County / City of Trinidad seismic area is to be examined as an Element 2 study site. 
Rob: Code discussions may not result in any immediate code amendments. Colorado will not be adopting a more recent version of the IBC until the 2027 IBC is published. Hopefully by the May SEAC Seismic meeting the details of SEAC involvement in the FEMA 154 work will be clearer and dates identified.

3. February 3, 2023, presentation to Colorado ICC. 
Jim Harris and Rob Jackson presented to the State of Colorado ICC. The SEAC Seismic Position Statement for the use of SDC B minimum for Risk Category II and higher was included. Presentations were well received.
4. Caleb Sulzen, MCP (ICC Master Code Professional) will be a guest presenter. He will provide an overview of some key structural findings and damage assessment observations that he experienced while inspecting buildings after the 2011 Mineral Virginia earthquake.

Whether damage was from the initial event or from an aftershock was pertinent to FEMA funding. Since much of the damage (~60%) was to home veneers,  many homeowners could remain in their homes and therefore FEMA would not approve disaster declaration. Livability was the criteria for reimbursement. For a $200k home, the threshold for insurance coverage was $40k in damage. Schools were significantly damaged. One was demolished before repairs were deemed to be viable. Seven homes and two schools were “condemned.” The North Anna nuclear plant required some repairs to the reactor.  The rods were dropped when the earthquake occurred. At least one of the damaged school buildings had been designated as an emergency shelter for the nuclear plant, had evacuation been necessary.     
5. New SEAC Committee Guidelines.
The Board of Directors has determined that: 

· Committee Chairs are recommended for a 2 year maximum duration. 

· Committee Vice-Chairs are recommended. 

· SEAC Seismic is one of the committees that will be designated “ad hoc” since meetings are somewhat irregular and are, in part,  issue driven.

· The Denver Building Code Liasson committee will be combined with the currently inactive “Building Code” committee. A chair is needed since Jerry Maly is retiring.

Holly commented that the Chair and Vice -Chair recommendations are not absolute.

Rob has served as Chair since 2016. He asked that anyone interested in serving as Vice-Chair please contact him. 
Rob commented on the Denver Building Code committee “merger” in that the Denver committee is very active and important during the code adoption cycles. The City of Denver relies on SEAC for input. This relationship goes back to the 1980’s. 
6. Common interests with other SEAC committees; Denver Building Department, SEER, Existing Buildings.
7. BSSC Member Organization participation.
8. Additional topics of interest. 
ATC-156. October 2022 NIST/ATC Workshop on Seismic Practices in the CEUS. 
Jim and Rob attended this workshop. Jim was a presenter. Workshop notes will be published perhaps in March. The topics are of interest to Colorado since we are partly in the WUS and partly in the CEUS and have infrequent but potentially damaging earthquakes.
Jordan Jarret commented that that a minimum SDC of B for schools and essential facilities is desirable for many reasons including the fact that Colorado also has a history of induced earthquakes which are not comprehensively addressed by the USGS and the building codes.

Patrick is moving to Florida and will not longer be an active SEAC member.
